Some Travel Advices for Vietnam

1. Review detailed information on travel advice for Vietnam and the Avian Flu at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (http://www.cdc.gov/travel/) and the World Health Organization (http://www.who.int./countries/vnm/en/).

2. Bring enough of your prescription medicine and over-the-counter medications that might be needed during the course of the trip, including Pepto Bismol (tablets), which helps in case of upset stomach or diarrhea.  Insect repellent should be used if you travel outside Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City.

3. If you eat outside the hotel or official banquets avoid fresh fruits and vegetables unless they can be peeled or have been cooked. Avoid tap water, drinks made with tap water, and ice.  
4. Use the safe in the hotel room for your passport and valuables. Carry a copy of your passport and visa at all times.

5. ATM machines are available in large cities. Please be aware that they dispense only Vietnamese Dong. Typically, you cannot exchange Dong back to U.S. dollars, either in Vietnam or elsewhere. Approximately 18,000 Dong are equal to one U.S. dollar. Currency exchange can be done at the airport, in your hotel, or in a bank.
